Time to order
for 2008

he Trees For Life ordering

season is now open, so
landholders wanting seedlings
to plant in 2008 need to place
an order before July 31.

Trees For Life’s local native

seedlings are provided at
well below cost, thanks to
time and resources donated
by our volunteer growers.

Ordering Trees For Life
seedlings is as simple
asl, 2, 3.

1. Order from 50 to 500
seedlings if you require a
volunteer grower, or order
materials to grow up to 1000
seedlings if you grow your own;

2. Pay a $35 material
and supply fee.

3. Receive your materials
in November (growing
your own) or seedlings in
autumn (volunteer grown).

The TFL Tree Scheme
has been going for 26 years
and members have grown
nearly 30 million local native
seedlings since 1981.

Dealing with drought

We understand that it’s
difficult enough under normal
conditions to think about
ordering seedlings 12 months in
advance of planting and the past
years of drought in most areas
have added to that difficulty.

Despite receiving some
wonderful opening rain
in April and May, we can’t
predict future rainfall.

We recommend landholders
plan to implement their
revegetation project over a
number of years. This spreads
the risk of losing plants through
poor conditions and promotes a
more natural looking planting.

Choosing plants is made
easy with a species list

The Trees For Life species
list includes a height and shape
classification of each plant, the
soil type it is best suited to and
a description of its possible
uses, including windbreak,
shade, firewood or shelter.

These seedlings are not only
native to South Australia, but
grown from seed collected from
within the Trees For Life zone
into which they will be planted.

This means that they occur
naturally and are adapted to
local conditions, therefore have

a higher survival rate. They are
also water efficient, pose no risk
of becoming weed species and
provide homes for local fauna.

Want a grower?

Every year we receive
requests from landholders
who want to designate a
particular volunteer grower.

That is absolutely fine,
however we do ask that a few
guidelines are followed, being:

1. The nominated grower is
a member of Trees For Life;

2. They fill out a volunteer
grower form stating that
they want to grow for you;

3. They are offering to grow
the same number of boxes
that you have ordered.

Similarly, if volunteer growers
want to grow for a particular
landholder, the landholder
needs to place an order before
July 31 and you must offer
to grow the same number of
boxes that they have ordered.

We also ask that landholders
and volunteer growers discuss
the joint arrangements between
themselves before putting
forward their names to us. If

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Weeds to think aboutduring winter include Monadenia:

Managing
winter weeds

inter weeds have started
to appear in abundance
following recent rain, so
now is the ideal time to put
management practices
into action.

The weed growth has been
spurred on by the relatively
warm temperatures that have
accompanied the wet weather,
so don't be surprised to see
large infestations of soursob,
salvation jane, capeweed
and other small weeds.

Every stormy cloud has a
silver lining, so on the up-
side, now is also the perfect
time to try to manage these
small weeds. Basically, the
weeds’ vigorous growth
ensures herbicide will be
absorbed extremely well.

Please be aware that native
species will do the same, so use
the herbicide spray with caution
and hand weed around natives.

Unlike woody weeds, which
can be worked on throughout
the year, there is limited time

to effectively attack smaller
weeds. These weeds include
salvation jane, soursob,
watsonia, Guildford grass,
cape tulip, sparaxis/freesia,
monadenia and bridal creeper.

In the Bush For Life program
we recommend working from
the best areas of your bush site
outward. If you have a bush
site and you're having trouble
deciding where to start, talk
to your regional coordinator.

Try to organise a site visit
with them and they can
give you plenty of advice
on tackling some of the
smaller weeds mentioned.

The rewards in
eradicating these winter
weeds can be fantastic.

As these weeds are reduced,
you can look forward to seeing
more small native species taking
their rightful place on your site.

For example, native grasses
spread quickly once given
the opportunity, so what
might initially look like a
degraded area full of weeds
and a few native grasses can
be transformed into a healthy
area full of native grass
species with just a couple
of years of hard work.

Good luck managing
the winter nasties!

Look after your
equipment and
avoid accidents

Caring for your equipment is
an important aspect of being
a bushcarer.

Over time, equipment
can become damaged
and therefore unsafe.

One of the most damaging
agents to plastic equipment
is Ultra Violet light (UV), so
make sure it isn’t left in sunlight
for long periods of time.

UV light causes some plastics
to become weak and brittle - for
example, pressurised sprayers
can be at risk of exploding.

If you are storing plastic
equipment in sunlit areas, make
sure it is covered with an opaque
material such as a tarpaulin.

UV light can also destabilise
glyphosate herbicide.

Please also ensure:

» Steel tools are stored in

a dry area and sprayed

with a lubricating aerosol

or wiped with a light oil

to prevent rusting.
= Any equipment containing

herbicide is stored upright

so that herbicide does not
leak out or be forced out if
the container heats up.

Monitoring workshops.

The workshops provide an
opportunity for volunteers to
monitor sites, to understand
native habitats and the factors
that influence them.

Margie Barnett has been
caring for a Bush For Life site
on SA Water land near
Littlehampton for the past two
years, and undertook a two day
Bushland Condition Monitoring
training course in 2005.

“I really enjoyed the course
and have found it to be a very
useful tool,” Margie said.

“My powers of observation
have increased by doing the
training. | think that Bush For
Life volunteers would find the

course very informative and
valuable even if they didn’t
subsequently do any
monitoring.”

Using knowledge gained
through the course, Margie
started monitoring her site in
March 2006.

“What was unexpected was
the evidence | found of past
grazing pressure on the site.
| am also pleased to have a
standard method to measure
the health of trees in the site
over time,” she said.

Margie’s site is one of the
20 Bush For Life sites being
monitored. These sites will
help to demonstrate the
effectiveness of Bush For Life
activities and further motivate
volunteers.

B ush For Life staff have
started doing time cleaning
up roadsides. And no, they
haven't taken on a new Yatala
inmate program.

It is however, a new program
which sees some our most
skilled BFL regional
coordinators undertaking fee-
for-service work on roadsides in
the Mt Barker and Onkaparinga
council areas.

The coordinators are utilising
their minimal disturbance bush
management technique skills to
control weeds in remnant
vegetation on the roadsides.
And the reason they’re doing
this is to help councils and
Transport SA map and mark
important remnant vegetation
through Roadside Marker
Systems (RMS).

Many areas of roadside
vegetation play important
biodiversity roles, in some
cases containing the only local
populations of some species.
They can also be important
genetic refuges and linkages
to larger sites.

So even though the vegetation
is marked with characteristic
blue and white signs, the
government agencies also have
a responsibility to ensure the
viability of the vegetation
through on-going management.

Under the new roadside
program, coordinators Tom,
Randall and Angela have
worked on more than 100
roadside sites in the City of
Onkaparinga in the past six
months.

Apart from undertaking
important on-ground work, they
prioritise future work, update
records of indigenous and weed
species and record photo points.

Once collated, all of this
information is supplied to the
client for integrated database
and site records.

TFL hopes to expand the
new program to help land
management authorities better
protect existing roadside
vegetation.

Direct Seeding

Floodplain trial
produces good
results

direct seeding trial being

undertaken on two
properties on the River Murray
is showing some encouraging
results, according to Trees For
Life Direct Seeding Manager
David Hein.

The ‘Direct Seeding on
Floodplain Soil’ trial is being
undertaken by Trees For Life
(TFL) and commissioned by
the Mid Murray Local Action
Planning Committee.

TFLSs trial — split between two
properties at Big Bend — is using
four different local native plant
species and 10 different direct
seeding techniques.

Mr Hein said the direct
seeding trial focused on several
factors, such as seed mix
(Atriplex rhagodioides,
Enchylaena tomentosa,
Eucalyptus largiflorens and
Senna artemisiolides ssp.
coriacea), application techniques
(using the V-blade and Disc
machine), soil testing and
spraying regimes.

Despite some initial poor
results due to lack of rainfall
and severe frosts last year,
germination of two of the four
species has been very successful
to date.

Mr Hein said Sernna
artemisioides ssp. coriacea
(Punty bush) has been recorded
at an average of 5975 seedlings
per hectare. The germination of
Ruby Saltbush (Enchylaena
tomentosa) and Punty bush is
also consistent over the entire
main trial area.

The trial sites were established
early in 2006 and in January this
year, a germination count was
undertaken following rains of
around 50mm. Mr Hein said
observations indicated there had
been some germination on site in
June 2006, but most if not all had
subsequently died due to low
rainfall throughout winter and 10
days of severe frost (-2 to -5
degrees C) during the initial
germination period.

Another germination count is
soon to be conducted.

Peg’s patch of
Paradise

Peg and Graham Neighbour
caused a bit of a stir when
they moved into their new
property at Bridgewater just
over two years ago.

A two hectare parcel of
land, highly visible from the

roadside, was being worked on.

First the land was treated
for weeds. And then seeding
furrows were created.

Rumour had it that the new
‘neighbours’ were putting in
a vineyard. And that wasn't
going down too well.

Much to their delight
however, locals soon learned
the ‘patch’ was in fact being
direct seeded and in years
to come would add to the
magnificent natural landscape.

Peg now has a laugh about
the initial concern and it's no
wonder. Being surrounded
by natives is her love and it's
not unusual for her to single-
handedly plant up to 1000
tubestock seedlings in a year.

Initially city dwellers in
Magill, Peg and Graham
moved to a 40-hectare hobby
farm in Strathalbyn 12 years
ago. As well as running some
cattle and sheep, Peg and
Graham planted more than
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Peg Neighbour with Oscar-on'their Bridgewater property.

13,000 trees on the property
in the time they were there.

“We got the property in Strath
because Graham'’s a workaholic
and we wanted something in the
country, but something which
also kept us busy. Eventually
Graham went back to work
full-time and started travelling a
lot, so it got too much for me to
look after on my own,” she said.

The Neighbours decided
to move onto a smaller
property and found the next
best thing in Bridgewater.

Set on a hill, their home is
surrounded by towering gums,
several species of flowering
natives and attracts wildlife
all day long. Graham has
counted up to 25 different
bird species in their backyard,
which 17-year-old resident
Sulphur-crest, Oscar, tolerates.

Peg decided to get the
property direct seeded soon

after they moved in, and
Trees For Life undertook
the work in 2004, providing
follow-up tubestock in 2005.

“I had ordered seedlings
through Trees For Life while
at Strath for about 8 years
and then after that, collected
my own seed to plant.

“I have already done a lot
of planting since being here
at Bridgewater, but the large
area on the hill was ideal for
direct seeding. We have lost a
few to frost, but even after all
this time we've still got some
young ones coming up, so
it's been fantastic. The whole
area will be lovely in a few
years —we just love it here.”

And as for that vineyard?
Well rest assured they have
no immediate plans to
delve into the winemaking
industry just yet!

Plants
offsetting
carbon

here have been many articles

and discussions recently
regarding carbon dioxide
emissions, global warming and
the rapidly declining state of
our environment.

Interest groups have been
vociferous in their arguments
and, to coin a phrase, “the
air has been clouded” by a
plethora of opposing views.

One thing everyone
agrees with is that the global
environment is under severe
pressure from the impact
of human activity, and that
something must be done
as a matter of urgency.

One of the ways in which
carbon dioxide can be captured

from the air and returned to
the ground is by planting trees
and shrubs. In the growing
process, vegetation ‘breathes’
in carbon dioxide which is
absorbed into its roots, trunks,
branches and foliage, then is
expired into the air as oxygen.

Trees For Life was founded
to assist with the revegetation
of South Australian landscapes.
We have been instrumental in
the sequestration of thousands
of tonnes of carbon dioxide
over the last 26 years.

Monarto Zoo going
gangbusters!

In 2002, Trees For Life's
first dedicated carbon offset
plantings were undertaken
at Monarto Zoo. Over three
years, 125 hectares of land was
fenced and revegetated with
local indigenous native plants,
resulting in more than 150,000

trees, shrubs and groundcovers.

The project is ongoing,
with local school children
and volunteers planting Trees

Pollutant data released

Information on emissions to Australia’s air, land and water during 2005-06 was released earlier this
year as part of the National Pollutant Inventory (NPI) annual data report.

The NPI is a publicly accessible database containing information on emissions of 90 substances from
more than 3800 facilities around the country. This was the eighth NPI reporting year. A total of 47 of
the 90 NPI substances reported by industrial facilities decreased compared to the previous year.

A case study of Mitsubishi’s Tonsley Park car manufacturing plant in South Australia shows how
one facility is reducing its emissions by installing new pollution control equipment. Further

For Life grown tubestock
seedlings into areas needing
infill. While there are still areas
needing some replanting,

the project outcomes are
spectacular overall.

In addition to the carbon
sequestration benefits of the
revegetation project, other
equally important outcomes
were intended and are being
seen as the revegetation grows.

There are now emus,
kangaroos, echidnas, reptiles
and many bird species moving
into the areas and benefiting
from the enlarged natural
habitat within the zoo.

As the fauna activity
increases, they introduce
other indigenous plant seeds
ingested from external
vegetation, thus increasing the
biodiversity of plant species
present. Also, significant land
issues such as soil erosion
and dry-land salinity are
being addressed. We are now
seeing significantly enhanced
flora and fauna biodiversity at
Monarto Zoo for all to enjoy.

Family Sapindaceae

A highly variable species
that occurs in a wide range of
ecosystems, ranging from a
dwarf shrub in coastal situations
to an upright large shrub in
wetter areas of the Mount
Lofty Ranges. Often the male
and female flowers occur on
separate plants, the “hops”
containing the seeds (on female
plants) were used by early
settlers as a substitute for true
hops in brewing and baking.
Several subspecies exist across
SA often distinguished by their
leaf shape and width.
